A Message from Brother Mike 
     Have you ever heard of glossolitis?  This disease is sometimes called ñswollen tongues of 

fireò and is found to be present in Murmuring Miriam who sowed seeds of discord among the 

people of God as they made their way through the wilderness.  The major cause of this spiritual 

disease is overuse of the tongue.  It is probably the most prevalent disease in the body of Christ and has the 

potential to destroy every church it infects.  Gossip, in all of its sinister manifestations, is such a menacing 

threat that it has become epidemic.  To make this plague worse, Christians have grown accustom to its rav-

ages.  We assume that it ñcomes with the territory.ò  This assumption is our greatest peril. 

     I must hasten to add that gossip is not always malicious in intent.  Sometimes it is just the by-product of 

curiosity.  The Bible seems to make that distinction as well.  Peter combines ñmaliceò along with other acts 

of evil intentions: ñSo rid yourselves of all wickedness, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and all slander.ò  This is 

Peterôs statement in I Peter 2:1.  Malice has a desire to see harm come to the victim.  It is based on a dark 

heart.  Gossip can be based on curiosity.  The millions of Murmuring Miriams and Marks who inhabit our 

churches do not necessarily want to see evil befall another.  They just want to know about it when it hap-

pens.  Biblically, this can be viewed as a careless issue.  Notice the words of the apostle James: 

 Now when we put bits into the mouths of horses to make them obey us, we also guide the whole animal.  
And consider ships: though very large and driven by fierce winds, they are guided by a very small rudder 

wherever the will of the pilot directs.  So too, though the tongue is a small part of the body, it boasts 

great things.  Consider how large a forest a small fire ignites. And the tongue is a fire.  The tongue, a 
world of unrighteousness, is placed among the parts of our bodies; it pollutes the whole body, sets the 

course of life on fire, and is set on fire by hell. 

     God hates gossip in church in all its forms.  Proverbs 6:16-19 says, ñSix things the Lord hates; in fact, 

seven are detestable to Him: arrogant eyes, a lying tongue, hands that shed innocent blood, a heart that 

plots wicked schemes, feet eager to run to evil, a lying witness who gives false testimony, and one who 
stirs up trouble among brothers.ò Containing the disease is not easy, but it is essential.  One of the most 

effective means of combating slander is to view it as God sees it, a dangerous threat to hearts and lives, 

equal to murder. Solomon tells us in Proverbs 20:19 that we are to avoid someone with a big mouth.  James 

says that a gossip is not to be put in any position of leadership in the church.  James 5:19-20 reminds us 

that if we do not confront the gossip with his sin in a loving but firm manner, God holds us responsible.

So, after the 4-H 
agent  had flashed the pictures of cattle, he wanted to know if 
anybody could name them all.  Well, duh...that was going to be 
easy!  So, I named them all and won a ribbon.  A ribbon!!!  I felt so 
special I couldn't contain myself!!  I literally thought I was the 
smartest kid in the school!  So..I know how it feels to hold the flag 
or answer the question and get a box of crayons.  I also know why 
Jesus loves little kids...they are easy to love.  Well, I goofed up 
again this week. You knew that would happen, didn't you? I put my 
foot ALL THE WAY in my mouth!! I went to a ballgame and was 
talking to a friend.  She was sitting on the bleacher in front of me 
about 10 feet to my right.  I noticed her husband wasn't with her
